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HOW TO USE THE MINI &
MAXI DRIVE PUNCHES

The Mini and Maxi punches are
used for punching holes for
rivets, eyelets, snaps, buckle
tongue slots, and lacing and
stitching holes. They come in
sizes 0 through 12 (1/16” to
5/16"). Always use a heavy
rawhide mallet on all punches,
NEVER use a steel hammer.
Always place your leather on
a poundo board or another
piece of leather to protect the
cutting edges of your punches.

HOW TO USE A
ROTARY PUNCH

The rotary punch with
tube sizes 1 through
7 is used on lighter
weight leather where
the holes are punched
close to the edge.
When punching holes
in leather, twisting the
hand to theright or left
as you squeeze the
handle  will make
punching easier.

HOW TO USE THE SKIVER

A skiver is used to reduce the thickness of the leather in specific areas; such
as the buckle end of a belt, to make it fold easily. Hold the tool as shown,
on the flesh side of the project. Do not try to remove the full width of the
strap in one operation. More control of the depth is possible by skiving off
one side, then the other. Begin second by overlapping first skive. Re-skive
over areas that are not uniform in thickness. Remove about 1/3 of the

thickness of the leather.
