STEP 1. Insert prongs of turn lock of Bag Clasp (B) through pre-
punched holes in center of Pocket Front (A) from grain (smooth)
side. Turn Pocket Front (A) over and fit back plate of Bag Clasp (B)
over prongs on flesh (rough) side. Using pliers, bend prongs down
over back plate. Rest the clasp on the edge of a hard, smooth surface
and tap prongs flat with a mallet. You may wish to put a piece of
soft material under the clasp to prevent scratching.

STEP 2. To install bag clasp eyelet, place prongs into pre- punched
slot in Bag Flap (C) from grain {smooth) side. Turn flesh (rough)
side up and slip back plate over prongs. Fold prongs outward over
back plate. Tap prongs into impressions in back plate with mallet.
Put a piece of soft material under the eyelet to prevent scratching.
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STEP 9

STEP 9, Attach Bag Flap (C) to Bag Back (G) as in step 8 using 4
ft. of Waxed Thread {1). Your bag body assembly should appear as
at left.

STEP 3

STEP 3. To begin lacing Pocket Front (A) to Pocket Gusset (D),
thread one 54" piece of leather lace into a Latigo Life-Eye Needle.
Push needls through second hole from top from grain (smooth) side
of Packet Front (A). Pull through to within 1% of end of lace. Push
needle through top hole of Pocket Front [A) from flesh (rough) side
and then through top hole of Pocket Gusset (D) from flesh (rough)
side, Push needle down through second hole in Pocket Gusset (D) and
back through second hole in Pocket Front (A}, Pull stitch snug. Be
sure, while lacing, that the grain (smooth) side of the lace is up on
grain {smooth) side of Pocket Gusset (D).

STEP 10

STEP 10. Using one 36" length of Leather Lace (E) on each Gusset
align large holes in one side of body assembly over holes in one Bag
Gusset {H), grain (smooth) sides up as shown. Lace Gusset (H) to bag
body as in steps 3 and 4. Repeat with other Gusset (H) on other
end of body assembly.

STEP 4

STEP 4. Continue lacing in and out of aligned holes around Pocket
Front (A) and Pocket Gusset (D). Pull stitches snug as you lace, Lace
is tied off in same manner as it was started. Go through top hole in
both pieces of leather and then back through second hole in Pocket
Front {A) only. Pull lace out between the leather pieces and trim off
excess. Save left over lace to use to attach handle.

STEP 11

STEP 11. To attach handle to bag, align holes in one end of Handle
{J) over holes in top of Gusset (H), grain (smooth) sides up. Put 6"
piece of leather lace left over from step 4 in Life-Eye Needle. You
may need to trim lace to a point before puting into needle. Insert
needle through top set of holes from grain smooth side . Pull through
leaving about 2" of lace on one of the bottom holes and pull lace
snug.

STEP 12

STEP 12. Pass lace over loose end on grain {smooth) side of Handle
{J) and onto other bottom hole. Pull snug and bring needle back
through top hole, {see photo 12 A) Pull lace snug and pass needle
under lace loop on grain {smooth) side of Handle (J). Pull snug and
trim ends as shown (see photo 12 B).
